Students will develop their language skills, cultural awareness
and knowledge through introductory, intermediate, and advanced language courses.

To graduate with a Chinese minor, students
need to complete the sequence of language
courses (Beginner |, Beginner Il, Intermediate
I, Intermediate Il, Advanced |, and Advanced
II) and additionally take one course at the
400-level.

II-level need to complete the sequence of
language courses (Intermediate Il, Advanced
I, and Advanced Il), and additionally take one
400-level courses and one 500-independent
study course.
